21 Year Old Passenger Dies in Head on Collision in Nye County

On Monday, May 25, 2015, at approximately 11:59 a.m., troopers from the Nevada Highway Patrolwere dispatched to an accident on US-95 approaching mile marker 17 in Nye County. 

Preliminary investigation revealed that a white 2009 Toyota Corolla was traveling northbound and a blue 2011 Mini Cooper was traveling southbound on US-95 approaching the Toyota. A red 2011 International semi tractor and trailer was traveling northbound directly ahead of the Toyota. The driver of the Toyota attempted to pass the semi tractor trailer in a passing zone, by entering the southbound travel lane of US-95 where it collided with the Mini. The Toyota rotated in a counter clockwise direction with its rear end lifting into the air and struck the left side of the semi tractor trailer. The Toyota came to rest facing southwest between the north and southbound travel lanes of US-95. The Mini came to rest facing southwest between the southbound travel lane of US-95 and the west dirt shoulder. The semi tractor trailer was moved prior to Nevada Highway Patrol arrival. 
The front passenger of the Toyota, 21 year old Adam Al-Nuaimi of Reno, NV, succumbed to his injuries sustained in the collision and was pronounced deceased on scene by Nye County Sheriff SharronWehrly at 12:13p.m..

The 20 year old male driver of the Toyota, from Reno, NV, the 82 year old male driver and 74 year old female passenger of the Mini, both from Sparks, NV, were flighted to UMC by Mercy Air in serious condition. The 52 year old male driver of the Semi, from Chico, CA, was not injured. 
This marks the Nevada Highway Patrol-Southern Command’s 27th fatal collision for 2015.
